The CodeFest May 9-10 Bethesda, MD brought together ISA Tools and ISA-TAB-Nano developers and end users to specify and create the necessary extensions to the ISA-validator.  ISA validator was extended to support the nanoparticle-specific needs represented in ISA-TAB-Nano.   Web services that allow users to submit ISA-TAB-Nano files for validation, and receive error reports listing required fixes were also developed and are available at http://bii.oerc.ox.ac.uk/.  Source code and documentation for the ISA-TAB-Nano validator are available on the NCIP GitHub channel.  

· Changes were made to ISA-TAB-Nano are listed in the attached presentation. The attendees on this call approved these changes.
· These changes are not likely to require ASTM re-balloting.
· Version control: Updated files will be labeled v1.1, consult Jill Hadfield how to handle versioning in wiki subversion.
· Coordinate ISA-TAB-Nano updates with ISA-TAB updates (Philippe).
· Suggestion to identify commonly used assays from caNanoLab and NanoRegistry to create more generic examples to keep number of configuration files (validator) under control.
· Oxford U. will host the ISA-TAB-Nano validator for now.
· Next Steps: Update example files and documents, create a project plan (Mervi and Sharon).
