· 2 versions
· One is completely rearranged- includes updates from the positive and negative feedbacks
· One is original version (layout)- and only incorporates the positive feedback 
· Both have been sent off for review 
· Issue of naming- we need to discuss as a group – Elaine is to schedule a time to discuss this
· Request by ISA TAB group-
· We may need to think about re-naming and should probably be done before we take next step 
· Do we know any experts in renaming? 
· We have Francisco- 
· NCI Nano Alliance Meeting 
· Nathan caught up with Christoph and seems like there may be more opportunities for collaboration – they are looking for curators again
· Interactions with NCBO and Bio Portal – basically status quo –no real status update
· Nano Informatics Roadmap Meeting
· Meeting was a success – Nathan felt he got more out of it this year than last 
· There will be a formal set of notes that are coming out soon

· Office of Science and Technology Policy (OSTP) lead came- he presented on genome initiative – new funding going into this – area that is poised for expansive- we have a in here- we can use platform of looking at how genes translate to proteins, etc. 
· Would like a Nanoinformatics group to take the lead-

· Mark was impressed with opportunities- 
· It may be time for the WG to review the 3 position papers-

· We were talking about having a Gordon conference
· Knowledge Engineering for Nanoinformatics (KENI) Project
· Meta-ontology piece- Nathan is leading this
· Trying to move it so that it fits what we’re doing in Nano-Tab 
· Move towards a meta thesaurus approach to nanotechnology where we can put terminologies in these and relate them to concepts  
· Concepts themselves aren’t overly ambiguous 
· NCI-Meta
· ASPM
· US Patent Office
· IEEE
· Try to put them in a common framework to look and understand where the gaps are 
· Leverage both sides- Nano-informatics side and Nano WG to work jointly on this project
· Application- QSAR (predictive modeling)
· Krishna- running point on this
· Mark: I like the fact that we’re able to look at things at a multi-scale POV- 
· Outreach/Liaison 
· There were some related things – Myatech?-> have information resource on legislative around the different countries – they thought they could expand it to Nano 
· 2 Nano representatives- Kim Gooseman (&Carmen) was very interested in getting involved in this group – seems to be engaging and looking outward to find out more on what is going on- she does not want to create ontologies from scratch – Kim will follow-up with more ways on she can be more involved in our group 
· ISO Meeting – Fred Klaessig 
· French actually use the word “ontology” 
· They are very involved with Nano-medicine, etc.
· 4 SDOs were  present- predominately “antsy” meeting 
· 50 Federal Employees (FDA, EPA, NIST)
· Break-out  same problem of not enough resources and trying to figure out needs for standards and identifying need for people to do the work 
· Tipping points-
· Commercialization process- 
· A strong presence of OSCD Work Party – not 1 material has gone through all 59 end points without modifications 
· Spent time with Marty pushing informatics which was well received but no specific items came out of it 
· When talked about, people were receptive to the topic area
· 3 signature initiatives- OSTP
· Sustainability
· Solar
· Nano-Electronics
· NNI umbrella- 3 areas that are receiving emphasis in a year or two 
· ISO had a meeting in Johannesburg- a lot of issues on what to pursue next, where expertise would be- until there are successful material commercialized, everyone is still wondering what the right way to do it is (regulatory overhang is always going to be present)
· ISA-TAB – Sharon Gaheen
· Got good feedback and comments
· Explore transform files
· Material file is vertical from a reading stand point
· They suggested we transpose it to horizontal 
· Talked about whether we are using a validator- we said that at this point we are not because we’re developing the specifications but eventually we do want to have a validator
· Discussion on a upcoming meeting in 2012 – opportunity for us to collaborate in January
· Talk about need for measurements and values to ISA-TAB - several other groups have made the same request
· Talked about renaming ISA-TAB project- maybe Nano ISA-TAB
· Discussed “Material linkage” - not necessarily having a whole separate filed- 
· Problem with linkage is “what is linked to what” – e.g. characteristic to characteristic
· We just have to explore this and think conceptually 
· Walkthrough of their site- they have 2 primary communities one focus on the ISO Tools and ISA comments (?) 
· We would be referenced off as a community
·  Nathan: I know in regards to re-naming- we should resolve sooner than later
· Nano ISA-TAB?
· Are there other variants to the pattern of the naming? (ASDM)
· How about ISA-TAB Nano
