NCBO: Trish Whetzel invited to give a talk on upcoming changes to BioPortal on May 3rd.
 caNanolab: moving forward with 1.5.3 release, target date May 9

Nathan Baker: Next Steps for NPO
Nanoregistry interested in NPO: working on minimal information standards for nanoparticles. Web site ready soon. Overlap with NPO, interested in interacting with NPO. Use of NPO to support minimal information standards,
Meta ontology effort: need to maximize collaboration with the two groups
ISO to provide definitions for NPO?
Other communities: co-operative agreement between US and EU Nanomaterial modeling, nanomaterial data and informatics
Global scope of NPO: Japanese effort (in Japanese), extended version of NPO (Norway), Victor? in Spain interested in expanding NPO, Iran: nanotree. Need to think impact on these other groups.

Review of NPO related Nano WG activities:

1. Establish formal process incorporating Jira tracker for Nanoparticle Ontology (NPO) governance and for expansion requirements based on ISA-TAB-Nano related requirements and other user feedback. 
Q: Are there any other use cases? Kim: nano registry not quite there yet.  Yoram to figure out how to extract info from CDM data repository and provide to ISA-TAB-Nano.  Action: Schedule meeting with Yoram to discuss further (Mervi).

What sort of governance structure is needed? General approval to use Jira, continue to use the Q:Nano WG meetings for governance.  Action:  write up governance workflow and iterate with Nathan. (Mervi)

2. Create additional NPO views or diagrams showing how use the ontology. 
Upcoming call Dennis and Allan to walk through NPO views. NPO views are now in Visio, advantage to be fairly easy to use and interact.  Action for all of us: start thinking how might we want to interact with the views.
Marty: talking to people at NIST, starting up a new project on web views on ontologies. Nathan: collaborative RO 1 to avoid duplicate efforts? Marty: medical, manufacturing communities need to be included.
Bioportal frequently deploys virtual machines: set up new virtual machine to support broad community? Action: schedule a meeting with University of Victoria group to find out how they do views of ontologies in interactive ways. (Mervi)
Marty to liaise with NIST.

CEIN a potential new community? Export ISA-TAB Nano. Reach out to other groups during nano informatics . Workshop during  this fall (Portland) Great place to showcase Nano community resources.
