OSHA’s Approach to Nanotechnology: Developing a Searchable "Health Effects Matrix" Database for Nanomaterials Utilizing Existing Published Data
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Q: Is it important to have detailed info available in the database e.g. lot number?
A: We have included a lot of detailed information in the database at this point. Once we get all the information submitted we will evaluate the system to see what exactly is the level of detail that needs to be recorded.

Q: How many publication have you curated? What is the size of your team?
A: Looking at 11K studies, completed 700 studies. Manual curation, Janet is the main curator, couple of other people have been helping.

Q: when do you decide something is too big for nano?
A: 100 nm is the cut off.  

Q: Is it possible to share data already?  Information what are the data you are recording? Have you looked at backend; what is the info needed for risk analysis?
A : We are doing risk analysis, the necessary information is included in db. Information sharing: agency wants to make sure data is fully curated before sharing. It may be possible to share ontology /metadata related information now.

Q: What are the quality criteria?
A: I am trying to capture everything, as much as I possibly can.  This includes notes about quality.

Q: Do you have query capability?
A: Yes, but there will be some limitations. 

Q: Is the database growing? Growth plot would be interesting addition.
A:  Yes, this is an ongoing effort. 

Q: Do you also share an end note file?
A: Now just a raw list, an interesting idea.

Comment: It would be interesting to see how this database could be used by other resources, e.g. Nano Registry.
