Brief Summary
The goal was to continue reviewing the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome (Dr. Quigley)
· Dr. Quigley welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Dr. Quigley proposed the creation of a web site to distribute the meeting materials rather than relying on e-mail attachments. Ms. Quinn noted that NCI has resources that can be used for this purpose; she asked if the documents would be modified by WG members using this resource. Dr. Quigley said this would be a repository rather than an editing space. The rest of the group concurred.
· Ms. Quinn noted that terms and synonyms created for this terminology can be tagged with a qualifier called a Term Type. This tag can label Preferred Terms (PT), Synonyms (SY), and Abbreviations (AB). It can also highlight Header Terms (HD) which are created for hierarchical purposes and not appropriate for coding, and Antiquated Preferred Terms (AQ) and Antiquated Synonyms (AQS). An antiquated term is one that was used in the past for clinical reporting but it is not used currently and should not be used for future reporting; inclusion of these terms facilitates queries involving older data sets.
· Continue term review (All)
· Iatrogenic Growth Failure, Small For Gestational Age with Failure of Catch-up Growth, Failure of Catch-up Growth, and Short Stature were discussed, revised and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Growth Failure of Unknown Etiology was added. A definition was drafted and approved during the meeting. Inappropriately Short Stature for Genetic Potential, which is a descriptor and not a diagnosis, was added to the term set. This term will be discussed further at a future meeting.
· Small For Gestational Age was discussed, but this term and its definition will be revisited at the next meeting.
· Primary Growth Disorder, Secondary Growth Failure, and Idiopathic Secondary Growth Failure were removed from the term set because these terms don’t identify an underlying cause for the observed growth failure.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, October 24th.
· Action Items
· Dr. Quigley will send reference material for Small For Gestational Age to EVS. A definition based on the reference material will be drafted off line by EVS for review at the next meeting.
· Ms. Quinn will set up a web space for communication of the meeting documentation. The WG will be notified when it is available, and the access information will be provided. The revised spread sheet, which will include any updates made during the meeting, will be loaded onto the web site.
