· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Continue term review (All)
· Idiopathic Isolated Growth Hormone Deficiency, Growth Hormone Neurosecretory Dysfunction, Growth Hormone Excess, Skeletal Dysplasia, and FGFR3 Chondrodysplasia were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Intrauterine Growth Restriction, Inappropriately Short Stature for Genetic Potential, Organic Growth Hormone Deficiency, Achondroplasia, and Hypochondroplasia were discussed; these terms and their definitions will be revisited at the next meeting.
· Bio-inactive Growth Hormone and Growth Hormone-releasing Hormone Excess were removed because they are not useful. The first term is captured by a diagnosis of Growth Hormone Deficiency, and, for the second term, growth hormone-releasing hormone is difficult to assay properly.
