The goal was to continue reviewing the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome (Dr. Quigley)
· Dr. Quigley welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Continue term review (All)
· Peripheral Precocious Puberty, Familial Male Precocious Puberty, Contrasexual Sexual Development, Hypogonadism, and Hypergonadotropic Hypogonadism were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Delayed Puberty was discussed; the definition was revised and tentatively accepted. Dr. Quigley will confirm that the appropriate ages were noted in the definition.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Constitutional Growth Delay, Pubertal Failure, and Iatrogenic Contrasexual Pubertal Development will be revisited at the next meeting. The group suggested the addition of terms for the subtypes of Contrasexual Sexual Development, if they are necessary for the structure of the terminology.
· Peripheral Precocity, Peripheral Isosexual Precocious Puberty, Delayed Puberty With Negative Family History, Delayed Puberty With Positive Family History, Delayed Puberty In Females, Delayed Puberty In Males, and Idiopathic Contrasexual Pubertal Development were removed from the term set.
· It was noted that endocrinology terms that use the qualifiers Primary and Secondary can be confusing for users. These terms should not be the preferred term when a less ambiguous term is available.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, December 12th.

· Dr. Quigley will confirm that the ages utilized in the definition for Delayed Puberty are accurate.
