Brief Summary
The goal was to continue reviewing the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. Quigley noted that going forward she would like for the group to reference the International Classification for Pediatric Endocrine Disorders (ICPED) 2014 classification for term review  to provide greater context for the inclusion of terms.
· Continue term review (All)
· It was noted that the word “abnormal” should be avoided in definitions where possible , and that the word “level(s)” should be eschewed for the word "concentration(s)" in definitions referencing  hormone or enzyme material.
· Hypogonadotropic Hypogonadism, Ovarian Hyperandrogenism, Isolated Hypogonadotropic Hypogonadism, Neonatal Breast Enlargement, Feminization in Boys, Virilization in Girls, Isolated Premature Menarche, Premature Thelarche, and Aromatase Deficiency were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Lack of Adrenarche was discussed; the definition and the preferred term were accepted without revision.
· Thelarche in Childhood was discussed and removed from the term set. This term may be returned in the future if it is needed for the hierarchy.
· Steroidogenic Block, Sex Steroid Excess, Testicular Hyperfunction, Increased Testicular Estrogen Secretion, Estrogens/Androgens Imbalance, Increased Conversion of Androgen to Estrogen, Estrogen Deficiency, Increase in Extraglandular Aromatase, and Increased Substrate for Peripheral Aromatase were removed from the term set because these terms do not add useful diagnoses to the terminology.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The meeting scheduled for Friday, December 26th will be canceled because too few WG members are available on that date. The next meeting will occur on Friday, January 2nd.
