Brief Summary
The goal was to continue reviewing the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Ms. Quinn welcomed Dr. Quigley and the working group members, and led the terminology review.
· Continue term review (All)
· Lack of Adrenarche, Disorder of Sex Development, specified types of disorders of sex development - these terms will be reviewed during a future meeting.
· Premature Adrenarche - the term was accepted, and the revised definition was modified and approved.
· Hypergonadotrophic Hypogonadism - the spelling of the preferred term was changed to "Hypergonadotropic Hypogonadism", and the term was accepted; the proposed definition was modified and approved.
· Primary Hypergonadism, Testosterone Excess, 46XX Disorder of Mullerian Duct Development, Disorder of Gonadal Differentiation, 45,X/46,XY, Phenotypic Male with X/XY Mosaicism, 46XY Disorder of Androgen Synthesis, 46XX True Hermaphroditism, 46XX Disorders of Androgen Excess - these terms were deleted
· Androgen Excess - the preferred term was changed to Hyperandrogenism, Androgen Excess was added as a synonym, and the proposed definition was modified and approved.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Androgen Biosynthesis Defect - the preferred term was changed to Disorders of Androgen Synthesis, and the proposed definition was modified and approved.
· Androgen Insensitivity Syndrome - the term was accepted, and the proposed definition was modified and approved.
· Defect in Androgen Action - the preferred term was changed to Disorders of Androgen Action. It was considered a header term and will be revisited for use in the hierarchy as needed.
· Persistent Mullerian Duct Syndrome - the term was accepted, and the proposed synonyms and definition were modified and approved.
· Persistent Mullerian Duct Syndrome I, Persistent Mullerian Duct Syndrome II - these terms were added, and definitions were drafted and approved.
· 46XY True Hermaphroditism - this term was deleted as a separate concept, and added as an Antiquated Synonym of 46XY Ovotesticular Disorder of Sex Development, which will be discussed in a future meeting.
· Deficiency of Dihydrotestosterone Biosynthesis - the preferred term was changed to 5-alpha-reductase Deficiency, and the proposed definition was modified and approved.
· It was noted that "-trophic" and "-trophin" should be corrected to "-tropic" and "-tropin" in this terminology set.

· The meeting was adjourned.

· The correct spellings for Persistent Mullerian Duct Syndrome Type I and Persistent Mullerian Duct Syndrome Type II will be verified.
· The EVS team will determine if the inclusion of the abbreviation for androgen receptor (AR) should be included in definitions after the full spelling of the term.
