Brief Summary
The goal was to continue reviewing the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Acquired Adrenocorticotropic Hormone Deficiency, Central Hypothyroidism, Acquired Central Hypothyroidism, Prolactin Deficiency, Hyperprolactinemia, Follicle Stimulating Hormone Deficiency, and Isolated Follicle Stimulating Hormone Deficiency were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Hypopituitarism was added to the term set. A definition was drafted, synonyms were added, and final approval was given during the meeting.
· Panhypopituitarism and Isolated Luteinizing Hormone Deficiency were discussed briefly. The definitions for these terms will be revisited during the next meeting.
· Secondary Adrenocorticotropic Hormone Deficiency was designated as an antiquated synonym of Adrenocorticotropic Hormone Deficiency. Thyroid Stimulating Hormone Deficiency was designated as a synonym of Central Hypothyroidism. Acquired Thyroid Stimulating Hormone Deficiency was designated as a synonym of Acquired Central Hypothyroidism.
· Thyrotropin Releasing Hormone Deficiency, THRH, Isolated Prolactin Deficiency, Prolactin Overproduction, Beta-endorphin Deficiency, Corticotropin Releasing Factor Deficiency, Deficiencies of Anterior Pituitary Hormones, Partial Panhypopituitarism, Complete Panhypopituitarism, Isolated Elevation of FSH, and Luteinizing-Hormone-Releasing Hormone Deficiency were removed from the term set because these terms do not add useful diagnoses to the terminology.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, February 20th.
· Action Items
· Dr. Quigley will review Panhypopituitarism offline to determine if the term is restricted to hormones synthesized and secreted by the anterior pituitary.
· EVS will confirm that Luteinizing Hormone Deficiency, Central Hypogonadism (Hypogonadotropic Hypogonadism), Gonadotropin Deficiency, and terms related to Hypergonadism are present in the term set. Definitions will be drafted for terms that were not previously included.
