Brief Summary
The goal was to continue reviewing the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· Congenital Hypogonadotropic Hypogonadism and Hypogonadotropic Hypogonadism, which were approved during a previous meeting, were discussed. There were no further revisions to their definitions. Synonyms were added where appropriate.
· The overlap between Hypogonadotropic Hypogonadism with Adrenal Hypoplasia Congenita and DAX1 Deficiency was discussed. The potential synonymy of these terms will be revisited during the next meeting.
· Panhypopituitarism, Follicle Stimulating Hormone Receptor Deficiency, Growth Hormone-producing Adenoma, Thyroid Stimulating Hormone-Producing Adenoma, Gonadotropin-Producing Tumor, Prolactinoma, Pituitary Microadenoma, Pituitary Macroadenoma, and Acromegaly were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Acquired Hypogonadotropic Hypogonadism was added to the term set. A definition was drafted, synonyms were added, and final approval was given during the meeting.
· Gonadotropin-producing Adenoma was discussed briefly. The definition for this term will be revisited during the next meeting.
· Luteinizing Hormone-Producing Hormone Adenoma and Follicle Stimulating Hormone-Producing Adenoma were added to the term set. Definitions will be drafted offline for review during the next meeting.
· Isolated Luteinizing Hormone Deficiency was removed from the term set because it is not a useful diagnostic term.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, February 27th.

· EVS will draft definitions for Luteinizing Hormone-Producing Hormone Adenoma and Follicle Stimulating Hormone-Producing Adenoma to be reviewed during the next meeting.
