· Term Review (All)
· Holoprosencephaly, Rathke Cleft Cyst, Ectopic Posterior Pituitary, and Craniopharyngioma were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Nonfunctional Pituitary Adenoma, Functional Pituitary Adenoma, Pituitary Microadenoma, and Pituitary Macroadenoma were removed from the term set. They will be replaced by the following fully specified terms: Nonfunctional Pituitary Microadenoma, Functional Pituitary Microadenoma, Nonfunctional Pituitary Macroadenoma, and Functional Pituitary Macroadenoma. Definitions for the new terms will be drafted offline for review during the next meeting.
· Pituitary Stalk Interruption Syndrome, Pinealoma, Germinoma, and Dysgerminoma were discussed. These terms will be revisited during the next meeting.
· Hamartoma, Absent Infundibulum, Ectrodactyly-ectodermal Dysplasia-clefting Syndrome, Hypoplastic Adenohypophysis, Glioma, Isolated Glioma, Leukemia, Lymphoma, and Medulloblastoma were removed from the term set because they are either too broad for use in endocrinology reporting or not useful diagnostic terms.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, March 20th.
· Action Items
· EVS will investigate the gene mutations associated with Pituitary Stalk Interruption Syndrome and the malignancy status for Pinealoma, Germinoma, and Dysgerminoma. EVS will draft revised definitions based on these investigations for review during the next meeting.
