Brief Summary
The goal was to continue reviewing the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· Iodine Deficiency Hypothyroidism, Transient Primary Hypothyroidism, Hypothyroidism, Hyperthyroidism, Acquired Hyperthyroidism, Acquired Primary Hyperthyroidism, and Central Hyperthyroidism were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were added/revised where appropriate.
· Iatrogenic Hypothyroidism was discussed.  The preferred term was changed to Iatrogenic Primary Hypothyroidism, and the definition was revised and approved.
· Thyroid Dysfunction in Prematurity was discussed.  The preferred term was changed to Hypothyroxinemia of Prematurity, and the definition was revised and approved.
· Iatrogenic Central Hypothyroidism, Hyperthyroxinemia, and Hypothyroxinemia were added to the term set.  Definitions for these terms were drafted and approved during the meeting.
· Iodine Excess, Idiopathic Hypothyroidism, Permanent Hypothyroidism, and Iatrogenic Acquired Primary Hypothyroidism were removed from the term set as these terms were deemed unnecessary for endocrinology reporting.
· Discussion
