Brief Summary
The goal was to review the parathyroid conditions in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· Primary Hyperparathyroidism, Primary Hypoparathyroidism, Secondary Hyperparathyroidism, Hypoparathyroidism, Transient Hypoparathyroidism, and Acquired Hypoparathyroidism were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were added/revised where appropriate.
· Iatrogenic Hypoparathyroidism was added to the term set; a definition was drafted and approved during the meeting.
· Familial Hypoparathyroidism was discussed revised and approved during the meeting. However, the WG members suggested that the definition be revised offline to include that the causative mutations may exhibit dominant, recessive, or X-linked patterns of inheritance.
· Pseudohypoparathyroidism, Pseudopseudohypoparathyroidism, and any related terms will be researched offline and reviewed during a future meeting.
· Neonatal Graves' Disease, Neonatal Thyrotoxicosis, Goitrogen Exposure, Papillary Thyroid Carcinoma, and Follicular Carcinoma were briefly discussed. These terms will be reviewed with the remainder of the thyroid-related terms. Thyroid Adenoma was added to the term set. All thyroid-related neoplasms will be reviewed by the EVS pathologist prior to discussion of the remainder of the thyroid-related terms.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]G-protein Mutations, Hydatidiform, Hydatidiform Mole, Hyperfunctioning Carcinoma, Adenoma, NTRK1 Mutation, RET Mutation, Transthyretin Variant, Hypoparathyroidism-lymphedema Syndrome, Isolated Autosomal Dominant Familial Hypoparathyroidism, Isolated Autosomal Recessive Familial Hypoparathyroidism, Pseudohypoparathyroidism with Testotoxicosis, Isolated Autoimmune Hypoparathyroidism, Autosomal-dominant Familial Isolated Hypoparathyroidism, Autosomal-recessive Familial Isolated Hypoparathyroidism, and X-Linked Hypoparathyroidism were removed from the term set as these terms were deemed unnecessary for endocrinology reporting.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, June 19th.

· Dr. Sioutos will review Thyroid Adenoma, Papillary Thyroid Carcinoma, and Follicular Carcinoma offline. These terms and definitions will be reviewed during the next meeting.
· Dr. DiMeglio volunteered to research and draft definitions for Pseudohypoparathyroidism, Pseudopseudohypoparathyroidism, and any related terms. Those definitions will be reviewed during a future meeting.
· EVS will revise the definition for Familial Hypoparathyroidism to include that the causative mutations may exhibit dominant, recessive, or X-linked patterns of inheritance. That definition will be reviewed during a future meeting.
