The goal was to review the thyroid conditions in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· Thyroiditis, Autoimmune Thyroiditis, Hashimoto Thyroiditis, Acute Suppurative Thyroiditis, Riedel Thyroiditis, Thyroid Tumor, Thyroid Nodule, Thyroid Carcinoma, Medullary Thyroid Carcinoma, Anaplastic Thyroid Carcinoma, Anaplastic Thyroid Tumor, Follicular Thyroid Tumor, Thyroid Sarcoma, Thyroid Adenoma, Papillary Thyroid Carcinoma, Follicular Thyroid Carcinoma, Thyroid Agenesis, Generalized Thyroid Hormone Resistance, Peripheral Resistance to Thyroid Hormone, and Pituitary Resistance to Thyroid Hormone were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were added/revised where appropriate.
· Thyroid Storm, Subacute Thyroiditis, Subacute Granulomatous Thyroiditis, and Papillary Thyroid Tumor were discussed. Definitions were modified during the call, but the group wanted these definitions to be reviewed offline to confirm their accuracy. Inherited Defects of Thyroid Hormone Biosynthesis was discussed; the group suggested that this term would only be included if it was necessary for the hierarchy.
· Transient Hyperthyrotropinemia, Idiopathic Hyperthyroidism, Primary Hyperthyroidism, Acquired Primary Hyperthyroidism, Non-autoimmune Thyroiditis, Hashimoto Thyroiditis with Decreased Thyroid Function, Hashimoto Thyroiditis with Normal Thyroid Function, Hyperfunctioning Thyroid Carcinoma, Familial Thyroid Tumor, Sporadic Thyroid Tumor, Adenoma of the Thyroid Gland, Thyroid Hypogenesis, and Increased Thyroid Hormone Metabolism were removed from the term set because they were deemed not useful for clinical reporting.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, July 17th.
· Action Items
· EVS will ask Dr. Bauer to review Subacute Thyroiditis and Subacute Granulomatous Thyroiditis. His comments will be reviewed during a future meeting.
· EVS will expand the definition for Thyroid Storm offline. The revised definition will be revisited during the next meeting. 
· The EVS pathologist will determine if Papillary Thyroid Tumor is a valid term. His comments will be reviewed during a future meeting.
