· Term Review (All)
· Thyroid Storm, Subacute Thyroiditis, Thyroid Hormone Resistance Syndrome, Thyroid-Binding Globulin Deficiency, Thyroid-Binding Globulin Excess, Low T3 Syndrome, Neonatal Graves Disease, Adrenal Insufficiency, Primary Adrenal Insufficiency, 3-beta-hydroxysteroid Dehydrogenase Deficiency, and 21-alpha-hydroxylase Deficiency were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were added/revised where appropriate.
· Subacute Granulomatous Thyroiditis, Excessive Intake of Thyroid Hormones, Steroidogenic Acute Regulatory Protein Deficiency, Cholesterol Side-chain Cleavage Deficiency, Salt-wasting 21-alpha-hydroxylase Deficiency, and Simple Virilizing 21-alpha-hydroxylase Deficiency were discussed. Definitions for these terms were modified during the call, but the group wants to revisit them during the next meeting.
· Disorder of Thyroid Hormone Transport, Thyroid Hormone Excess, Goitrogen Exposure, Classical Congenital Lipoid Adrenal Hyperplasia, and Non-classical Congenital Lipoid Adrenal Hyperplasia were removed from the term set because they were deemed not useful for clinical reporting.
