The goal was to review the thyroid and adrenal conditions in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes

· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· Subacute Thyroiditis was briefly reviewed; the term and definition were accepted without further edits.
· Thyroid Storm, Subacute Granulomatous Thyroiditis, Cholesterol Side-chain Cleavage Deficiency, 11-beta-hydroxylase Deficiency, 17-alpha-hydroxylase/17,20 Lyase Deficiency, and P450 Oxidoreductase Deficiency were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were added/revised where appropriate.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]21-hydroxylase Deficiency, Salt-wasting 21- hydroxylase Deficiency, Simple Virilizing 21-alpha-hydroxylase Deficiency, and Non-classic 21- hydroxylase were discussed, and Classic 21-hydroxylase Deficiency was added to the term set. Additionally, Classic Congenital Adrenal Hyperplasia and Non-Classic Congenital Adrenal Hyperplasia were discussed. These terms and their definitions will be revisited during the next meeting.
· Antley-Bixler Syndrome was added to the term set. A definition will be drafted offline for review during the next meeting.
· Excessive Intake of Thyroid Hormones was removed from the term set because it is not useful for clinical reporting. 
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, August 7th.
· Action Items
· EVS will normalize the definitions for 21-hydroxylase Deficiency and its related terms and for Classic Congenital Adrenal Hyperplasia and Non-Classic Congenital Adrenal Hyperplasia. These revised definitions will be reviewed during the next meeting.
· EVS will draft a definition for Antley-Bixler Syndrome for review during the next meeting.
· EVS will confirm that Congenital Adrenal Hyperplasia is present in the term set.
