Brief Summary
The goal was to review the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The preferred terms Mineralocorticoid Resistance due to Mineralocorticoid Receptor Defect, Mineralocorticoid Resistance due to Epithelial Sodium Channel Defect, and Mineralocorticoid Resistance due to Urinary Tract Infection were changed to Hyponatremic Mineralocorticoid Resistance due to Mineralocorticoid Receptor Defect, Hyponatremic Mineralocorticoid Resistance due to Epithelial Sodium Channel Defect, and Hyponatremic Mineralocorticoid Resistance due to Urinary Tract Infection, respectively. The previously approved definitions for these terms were not modified.
· Aldosterone Synthase Deficiency and Addison Disease were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· It was noted that Arabic numerals should be used in preferred names instead of Roman numerals.
· Pseudohypoaldosteronism, Type 2 was discussed. The preferred name was changed to Hyperkalemic Mineralocorticoid Resistance, and the definition was revised. The definition will be further modified offline and revisited during the next meeting.
· The preferred terms Corticosterone Methyl Oxidase Deficiency Types I and II were changed to Aldosterone Synthase Deficiency Types 1 and 2, respectively. The definitions were revised during the meeting, but they will be modified offline to confirm that the definition describes the appropriate enzymatic deficiencies. The modified definitions will be reviewed during the next meeting.
· Hyporeninemic Hypoaldosteronism and Hyperreninemic Hypoaldosteronism were discussed. These terms will be researched offline to clarify their use.
· Autoimmune Adrenalitis was added to the term set. A definition was drafted and approved during the meeting.
· Pseudohypoaldosteronism, types IIA, IIB, IIC, IID, and IIE were removed from the term set because they are not useful for clinical reporting.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, September 11th from 4-5 pm Eastern Daylight Time.
· Action Items
· EVS will modify the definitions for Hyperkalemic Mineralocorticoid Resistance, Aldosterone Synthase Deficiency Types 1 and 2, Hyporeninemic Hypoaldosteronism and Hyperreninemic Hypoaldosteronism. These definitions will be reviewed during the next meeting.
