Brief Summary
The goal was to review the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· Aldosterone Synthase Deficiency Type 1, Aldosterone Synthase Deficiency Type 2, and Hyporeninemic Hypoaldosteronism were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate. Hyperreninemic Hypoaldosteronism was discussed, but the definition wasn’t finalized at this time because there were some questions about the hierarchical relationships between these four terms (and possibly other endocrine disorders). These relationships will be examined offline and the resolution may lead to further revision of the definition for Hyperreninemic Hypoaldosteronism. The recommended hierarchy and revised definition will be reviewed during the next meeting.
· Adrenal Crisis, Adrenal Androgen Deficiency, Corticotropin-Releasing Hormone Deficiency, and Ectopic Adrenocorticotropic Hormone Syndrome were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The previously reviewed terms Adrenal Insufficiency, Primary Adrenal Insufficiency, and Adrenocorticotropic Hormone Deficiency were discussed. Synonyms were added where necessary, but no changes were made to the previously approved definitions. The related term Central Hypoadrenalism was added to the term set; synonyms were added, and a definition will be drafted offline for review during the next meeting.
· Idiopathic Primary Adrenal Insufficiency, Type 1 Primary Adrenal Insufficiency, Type 2 Primary Adrenal Insufficiency, and Glucocorticoid Receptor Defect were removed from the term set because they are not useful for clinical reporting.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, September 18th from 4-5 pm Eastern Daylight Time.
· Action Items
· EVS will examine the hierarchical relationships between Aldosterone Synthase Deficiency Type 1, Aldosterone Synthase Deficiency Type 2, Hyporeninemic Hypoaldosteronism, and Hyperreninemic Hypoaldosteronism. The definition for Hyperreninemic Hypoaldosteronism will be modified. These items will be reviewed during the next meeting.
· EVS will draft a definition for Central Hypoadrenalism for review during the next meeting.
