· Term Review (All)
· Central Hypoadrenalism, Corticotropin-Releasing Hormone Deficiency, Adrenocorticotropic Hormone Deficiency, Hyperreninemic Hypoaldosteronism, Adrenal Crisis, Cushing Syndrome, Cushing Disease, and Primary Adrenal Glucocorticoid Excess were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate. The group decided that Hypercortisolism is synonymous with Cushing Syndrome.
· Cushingoid was removed from the term set because it is a descriptor and not a diagnosis. Hypercortisolemia was tentatively removed from the term set; it was suggested that the group research offline whether this term is used in the clinical setting. This term will be revisited during the next meeting.
