Brief Summary
The goal was to review the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Discuss Syndrome Inclusion
· The group reviewed the list of syndromes and began marking them for inclusion or exclusion.
· The group was able to review about 25% of the list. They decided that, rather than trying to pare down the list of syndromes in advance, they will need to review the syndromes in the same manner they have been reviewing the rest of the term set.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]It was noted that some of the terms in the syndrome list were previously reviewed by other WGs; those terms will be marked so this WG can decide whether or not to accept those definitions without further review.
· Term Review (All)
· Iatrogenic Cushing Syndrome and Conn Syndrome were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Hyperaldosteronism and the related Familial Hyperaldosteronism terms were discussed briefly. It was noted that the definition for Hyperaldosteronism needed to include additional information related to the symptoms; this definition will be revised offline and reviewed during the next meeting. The group was concerned that the Familial Hyperaldosteronism terms contained superfluous information. These definitions will be revised offline and reviewed during the next meeting.
· Hyperaldosteronemia was removed from the term set because it is a descriptor and not a diagnosis. Idiopathic Primary Hyperaldosteronism was removed from the term set because it is not useful for reporting.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, October 2nd from 4-5 pm Eastern Daylight Time.
· Action Items
· EVS will revise the definitions for Hyperaldosteronism and the terms related to Familial Hyperaldosteronism; the revised definitions will be reviewed during the next meeting.
