Brief Summary
The goal was to review the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Dr. Garrett welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· Hyperaldosteronism, Familial Hyperaldosteronism, Familial Hyperaldosteronism Type 1, Familial Hyperaldosteronism Type 2, Familial Hyperaldosteronism Type 3, Diabetes Mellitus, and Type 1 Diabetes Mellitus were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Multinodular Adrenal Hyperplasia, Micronodular Adrenal Disease, ACTH-independent Micronodular Adrenal Hyperplasia, Isolated Primary Pigmented Nodular Adrenocortical Disease, Macronodular Adrenal Disease, and ACTH-independent Macronodular Adrenal Hyperplasia were discussed. The group was not sure which terms were necessary to include; additionally, there may be terms missing from this list. During the meeting, Dr. Lescheck sent a review article (Lacroix, A., et. al. The Lancet. 2015; 386: 913-927) to the group by e-mail. This article will be reviewed offline to examine these issues. These terms will be revisited during the next meeting.
· Hexose-6-phosphate Dehydrogenase Deficiency, 11-beta-hydroxysteroid Dehydrogenase Type 1 Deficiency, 11-beta-hydroxysteroid Dehydrogenase Type 2 Deficiency, and Phosphoadenosine Phosphosulfate Synthase 2 Deficiency were briefly discussed. The attendees decided to postpone the review of these terms until Dr. Quigley is available to attend the meeting.
· Idiopathic Diabetes Mellitus was briefly discussed; however, the group did not have time to complete the discussion. This term will be revisited during the next meeting.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Glutamic Acid Decarboxylase Positive Diabetes Mellitus was removed from the term set because it is not useful for reporting.
