Brief Summary
The goal was to review the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Dr. Garrett welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· There was a question about whether all nodular adrenal diseases are associated with hypercortisolemia. This issue may need to be discussed further during a future meeting.
· Multinodular Adrenal Hypereplasia, which had been tentatively removed during the previous meeting, was reinstated to the term set. The definition was discussed and accepted during the meeting.
· Micronodular Adrenal Disease, Macronodular Adrenal Disease, Hexose-6-phosphate Dehydrogenase Deficiency, and 11-beta-hydroxysteroid Dehydrogenase Type 1 Deficiency were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Primary Pigmented Nodular Adrenocortical Disease and Isolated Primary Non-Pigmented Nodular Adrenocortical Disease were added to the term set; definitions were drafted and approved during the meeting.
· 11-beta-hydroxysteroid Dehydrogenase Type 2 Deficiency was briefly discussed; however, the group did not have time to complete the discussion. There was a question about why patients with this condition are not Cushingoid. This issue will be examined offline, and the term will be revisited during the next meeting.
· ACTH-independent Micronodular Adrenal Hyperplasia and Isolated Primary Pigmented Nodular Adrenocortical Disease were removed from the term set because those terms are not useful for reporting.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, October 23rd from 4-5 pm Eastern Daylight Time.
