· Term Review (All)
· Neonatal Diabetes Mellitus, Transient Neonatal Diabetes Mellitus, Permanent Neonatal Diabetes Mellitus, Diabetes Mellitus, Monogenic Diabetes, Glucokinase-Associated Diabetes Mellitus, Transcription Factor-Associated Monogenic Diabetes, Hepatocyte Nuclear Factor 4-alpha-Associated Monogenic Diabetes, Hepatocyte Nuclear Factor 1-alpha-Associated Monogenic Diabetes, Pancreas/duodenum Homeobox Protein 1-Associated Monogenic Diabetes, Hepatocyte Nuclear Factor 1-beta-Associated Monogenic Diabetes, Neurogenic Differentiation Factor 1-Associated Monogenic Diabetes, Mitochondrial Diabetes, and Maternal Diabetes and Deafness Syndrome were discussed, revised, and approved; synonyms were modified where appropriate.
