· Term Review (All)
· Transient Hyperinsulinism, Hyperinsulinism in the Infant of a Diabetic Mother, Perinatal-stress Induced Hyperinsulinism, Monogenic Hyperinsulinism, KATP-Associated Hyperinsulinism, Diffuse KATP Hyperinsulinism, and Focal KATP Hyperinsulinism were discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting.
· Wolcott-Rallison Syndrome was discussed; the definition will be reviewed offline to ensure proper grammar. Congenital Generalized Lipodystrophy was discussed; offline research will be performed to ensure that the relevant genes are included in the definition. Congenital Hyperinsulinism was discussed; the definition will be reviewed offline to confirm that the phrasing is similar to that of previously reviewed definitions of congenital conditions. GLUD1 Hyperinsulinism was discussed; the group would like to include the etiology of the hyperammonemia that is associated with this condition. These terms and definitions will be revisited during the next meeting.
