· Term Review (All)
· Hypoparathyroidism, Autosomal Dominant Hypoparathyroidism, and Autosomal Recessive Hypoparathyroidism were discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting. Synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· X-linked Hypoparathyroidism, Albright Hereditary Osteodystrophy, and Osteoma Cutis were discussed and revised. These definitions will be further revised offline and will be revisited during the next meeting.
· Prior to reviewing the list of syndrome terms, the group plans to audit the syndrome list to determine which terms are appropriate for this group to evaluate.
· It was noted that hypocalcemia in both DiGeorge and Kenny-Caffey Syndromes is caused by hypoparathyroidism. The group suggested that this information be included in the definitions of these terms.
· Autosomal Dominant Hypocalcemic Hypercalciuria was added to the term set; a definition will be drafted offline for review during a future meeting.
· Hypoparathyroidism-lymphedema Syndrome was removed from the term set because it is not relevant to Pediatric Endocrinology.
· The meeting was adjourned.

These definitions will be reviewed during a future meeting.
