· Term Review (All)
· The group briefly discussed terms on the syndrome list. Of the twelve terms discussed, five were deemed unnecessary and removed from the list.
· Albright Hereditary Osteodystrophy, Osteoma Cutis, and Progressive Osseous Heteroplasia were discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting. Synonyms were modified where appropriate. However, Dr. DiMeglio will discuss these definitions with a colleague to confirm they are appropriate.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Some of the Pseudohypoparathyroidism-related terms were discussed and revised. The preferred term for Pseudohypoparathyroidism Type 1a was changed to Maternally-inherited Parathyroid Hormone Resistance; the preferred term for Pseudohypoparathyroidism Type 1b was changed to Renal Parathyroid Hormone Resistance. These definitions will be reviewed again during the next meeting. Pseudohypoparathyroidism Type 1c was removed from the term set because it is difficult to distinguish it from Type 1a.
