Brief Summary
The goal was to review the terms in the Pediatric Endocrinology Terminology set.
Meeting Minutes
· Welcome
· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· The group briefly discussed terms on the syndrome list. Of the fifty terms discussed, thirty-five were deemed unnecessary and were removed from the list.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]After discussion, the preferred name of Pseudohypoparathyroidism was tentatively changed to Parathyroid Hormone Resistance. Additionally, the group tentatively changed the preferred name for Maternally-inherited Parathyroid Hormone Resistance (Pseudohypoparathyroidism Type 1a) to Albright Hereditary Osteodystrophy with Hormone Resistance. No changes were suggested for the previously accepted definitions; however, Dr. DiMeglio will ask a colleague to comment on the preferred names for these terms before they are finalized.
· Renal Parathyroid Hormone Resistance (Pseudohypoparathyroidism Type 1b), Secondary Parathyroid Hormone Resistance (Pseudohypoparathyroidism Type 2), and Albright Hereditary Osteodystrophy without Multiple Hormone Resistance (Pseudopseudohypoparathyroidism) were discussed, revised, and tentatively approved during the meeting. Synonyms were modified where appropriate. However, Dr. DiMeglio will ask a colleague to comment on the preferred names and definitions for these terms before they are finalized.
· Pseudohypoparathyroidism Type 2-like Syndrome was removed from the term set because it was deemed not useful.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, February 26th from 4-5 pm Eastern Standard Time.
