· Term Review (All)
· Differences of Sex Development (DSD), 46,XX Differences of Sex Development, 46,XX Testicular Difference of Sex Development, 46,XY Differences of Sex Development, and Kenny-Caffey Syndrome were discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting. Synonyms were modified where appropriate. The appropriateness of using the plural word “Differences” in the DSD-related terms will be researched offline.
· Kenny-Caffey Syndrome Type 1 was discussed, revised, and tentatively approved during the meeting; however, the WG suggested having the grammar checked offline.
· Kenny-Caffey Syndrome Type 2 was briefly discussed; this term and its definition will be reviewed during a future meeting.
· Inappropriately Short Stature for Genetic Potential was removed from the term set because it is a description not a diagnosis. Sporadic Parathyroid Adenoma and Parathyroid Carcinoma were removed from the term set because they are rare in pediatric patients.
