· Term Review (All)
· Gonadal Dysgenesis, 46,XY Gonadal Dysgenesis, 45,X/46,XY Gonadal Dysgenesis, Luteinizing Hormone Deficiency, Empty Sella Syndrome, Pituitary Hypoplasia, Autoimmune Hypophysitis, and Autosomal-dominant Neurohypophyseal Diabetes Insipidus were discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting. Synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· The Nephrology WG definition for Cryptorchidism was reviewed, and some revisions were suggested for the definition of this term.
· The WG decided that Gonadotropin Deficiency is a synonym for Hypogonadotropic Hypogonadism.
· Primary Testicular Failure and Acquired Testicular Failure were briefly reviewed; however, these terms will need to be revisited during the next meeting.
· Complete 46,XX Ovarian Dysgenesis, Partial 46,XX Ovarian Dysgenesis, and Androgen Receptor Dysfunction were removed from the term set because the WG determined that they are not useful terms.
