Meeting Minutes

· Ms. Quinn welcomed the attendees to the meeting.
· Term Review (All)
· It was noted that definitions should use the phrase “developmental delay” instead of the phrase “mental retardation”.
· Congenital Partial Lipodystrophy, Trisomy 21, Mayer-Rokitansky-Kuster-Hauser, Waterhouse-Friderichsen Syndrome, and IMAGe Syndrome were discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting. Synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· The Pediatric Nephrology WG definition for WAGRO Syndrome was revised and approved during the meeting.
· Carpenter Syndrome was briefly discussed. This term will be reviewed offline and will be revisited during a future meeting.
· The syndrome-related terms will be examined offline. A list of terms that are potentially irrelevant for Pediatric Endocrinology will be generated.
· Dysmorphic Syndrome, Dysmorphic Syndrome with Partial/asymmetrical Overgrowth, and Dysmorphic Syndrome with Symmetrical Overgrowth were removed from the term set.
