· Hyperparathyroidism-Jaw Tumor Syndrome, Osteoporosis Pseudoglioma Syndrome, Juvenile Paget Disease, Acid-labile Subunit Deficiency, Autosomal Recessive Infantile Hypercalcemia, and Hypercalcemia of Malignancy were discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting. Synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Transient Infantile Hypercalcemia was added to the term set. A definition was drafted and approved during meeting.
· Hyperphosphatemic Familial Tumoral Calcinosis and Familial Hypocalciuric Hypercalcemia were briefly discussed. These terms and their definitions will be reviewed during a future meeting.
