· Term Review (All)
· Familial Isolated Hyperparathyroidism was discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting. The proteins encoded by the genes involved in this condition will be added to the definition offline.
· Hyperparathyroidism, Carpenter Syndrome, Hyperphosphatemic Familial Tumoral Calcinosis, Familial Hypocalciuric Hypercalcemia, and Vitamin D Receptor Deficiency were discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting. Synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Rickets was briefly reviewed; the definition will be revised offline and reviewed during the next meeting.
· Cole-Carpenter Syndrome was added to the term set; a definition was drafted prior to the meeting, and it was revised and approved during the meeting.
