· Term Review (All)
· Cleidocranial Dysostosis, Myotonic Dystrophy 1, and Neurofibromatosis Type 1 were discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting. SHOX Deficiency and its children, Langer Type Mesomelic Dysplasia and Leri-Weill Syndrome, were discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting. Synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Myotonic Dystrophy 2 was added to the term set; a definition will be drafted offline for review during a future meeting.
· Septo-optic Dysplasia was briefly discussed. Dr. Quigley will research this condition offline, and her comments and definition suggestions will be discussed during a future meeting.
· Several syndrome terms for conditions that affect bone development or maintenance were briefly discussed during the meeting. Dr. DiMeglio will be asked to review these terms and definitions offline. Her comments will be discussed during a future meeting.
· Pseudoxanthoma Elasticum, Poikiloderma with Congenital Neutropenia, Homocystinuria, Geroderma Osteodysplasticum, Cutis Laxa with Progeroid Features, Thanatophoric Dysplasia, Cherubism, and Maternal Disomy Chromosome 14 were removed from the term set because they were deemed unnecessary. Neurofibromatosis was removed from the term set because it is not needed for the hierarchy of the pediatric endocrinology terminology.
· The meeting was adjourned.
· The next meeting will occur on Friday, September 23rd from 4-5 pm Eastern Daylight Time.
