· The revised definition for the following term was modified but not approved: Progressive Osseous Heteroplasia. 
· Primary Osteoporosis was removed from the terminology set.
· LRP5 Gene Mutation was changed to Craniotubular Hyperostosis, and the definition was revised but not approved.
· Autosomal Dominant Osteopetrosis Type 2 was changed to Autosomal Dominant Osteopetrosis. Autosomal Dominant Osteopetrosis Type 2 was added as an antiquated synonym, and the definition was revised and approved.
