· Term Review (All)
· Growth Hormone Insensitivity Syndromes, Laron Syndrome, and STAT5B Deficiency were discussed, revised, and approved during the meeting. Synonyms were modified where appropriate.
· Acid-labile Subunit Deficiency, Vitamin D Deficiency, and Vitamin D Receptor Deficiency were added to the term set. Definitions will be drafted offline for review during a future meeting.
· Insulin-Like Growth Factor I (IGF-I) Deficiency, IGF-I Resistance (Insulin-Like Growth Factor 1 Receptor (IGF1R) Deficiency), and Vitamin D 1 Alpha-hydroxylase Deficiency were discussed and revised during the meeting. However, the WG decided additional details should be included prior to final approval.
· The term IGF-I was removed from the term set because it is the name of a protein not a genetic condition. Vitamin D Intoxication was removed from the term set because it was deemed unnecessary.
