Meeting Notes:
Update from the Information Framework - Stuart Turner, Mukesh Sharma, Grace Stafford, Jim McCusker, Raghu Chintalapati, Cecil Lynch
· Stuart presented an update on the work they have developed so far for the Information Framework section of the SAIF IG.
· Stuart commented that there have been areas that overlap with the Behavioral Framework and the Information Framework authors are planning to have complementary content and not duplicative.
· Informative information that is needed to provide context, but not necessarily for the implementation guide, will be included as links, like HL7 RIM Semantics, background on UML and ISO 21090 data types.
· The CIM is the most developed and contains mostly HL7 examples with caCIS, but are working on incorporating an LS and UML example with the Molecular Annotation.
· The CIM has a large discussion on concept maps, which is largely used within the caCIS project. They are approachable and easy to use and a good tool to bridge SMEs and Business Analysts.
· Reference heavily BRIDG and LS DAM as those are the two primary domain models being used.
· Diagrams are planned to help explain the transitions from the different levels; CIM, PIM, PSM
· Discussions on ISO21090 needs to be further fleshed out but does not go into complex data types and mapping to primitive data types.
· PIM also discusses vocabulary binding with value domains and concepts, but the PSM is where the value sets are bound.
· Q: Semantic Infrastructure team is working on UML profile to support these documents. How should we capture that information in the Implementation Guides? 
· A: We have been discussing that within the SAIF IG IF and it touches on more than just the IF. Dave Hau commented that they are still looking into this and recognize that the health domain does not capture all the information in the UML (which is being captured by the MIF), as well as capturing other LS information with the healthcare semantics. Thinking about transforming healthcare semantics to UML 2.x or vice verse.
· Q: Will the resources being developed within the SI be timely enough to be incorporated into the SAIF IG development? 
· A: At this stage, caCIS is the primary example using RIM-based semantics and others are using UML, which we plan to continue. 
· Comment: If nothing else changes going from 1.x to 2.0 for the Infrastructure, this will because we need to be able to interoperate with various applications/platforms. It won’t be like the Silver Compatibility; it will be more like a decision tree. What is currently in the IF is the start of only one path. Some of the artifacts that have been deemed necessary for caCIS may not be necessary for others, like CMET, which we will have to define the different paths and the artifacts needed for each path. We may not get to the point of having a suite of tools for recommendation but at least have a better idea of the artifacts we need.
· Comment: Have some base standard for all types of interoperability and dependent on the need, there will be specific requirements. 
· Response: Multiple checklists for the different domains and needs and decision tree of what is needed depending on the business needs.
· Comment: The value of caBIG® will be able to provide outcomes (patient demographics, outcomes data) to tie back to research. Being able to provide cross domain interoperability and enable translational research.

Vocabulary Knowledge Center Update - Troy Bleeker  
· Troy Bleeker presented an update on the Vocabulary Knowledge Center.
· LexEVS 6.0 will have a release soon, which will mostly include CTS2
· Plans to have an hour overview and demo of LexEVS 6.0 once it is released is planned
· Troy provided updates on the functionalities to be included in the upcoming release of LexEVS 6.0, the LexWiki and LexPublisher, as well as outreach activities and the various groups interested in or using the VKC resources.
· Q: Previously about semantic bundles (deploying MediaWiki and Semantic MediaWiki) is it a good product. Have they been reviewed? 
· A: They would call it another product with a bunch of extensions wrapped into one that works on semantics. Semantic Bundle wraps up forms and other extensions that would be easier to download as a bundle rather than having to download 15 separate extensions.
