· [GF#32685] Separate code from name in the simple search.

Requirement: Allow the user to perform code or name search separately.

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· [GF#32730] Relabel roles and associations.

Requirement: Change the Role and Association labels in accordance with that shown below.

· [GF#32731] Search NCIt only by default.

Requirement: Make the Production version of the NCI Thesaurus the only vocabulary to search for at the application start-up. 






· [GF#32737] Change charset from iso-8859-1 to UTF-8.

Requirement: Use UTF-8 character set, instead of iso-8859-1 wherever applicable.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Note: According to Wikipedia, UTF-8 is a variable-length encoding, latter single-byte fixed length encoding. Latin-1 (ISO-8859-1) encodes just the first 256 code points of the Unicode character set, whereas UTF-8 can be used to encode all code points. At physical encoding level, only code-points 0 - 127 get encoded identically; code points 128 - 255 differ by becoming 2-byte sequence with UTF-8 whereas they are single bytes with Latin-1.

Requirement: Add a View Graph capability using NCBO Bioportal’s visualization widget. (Note: This is only applicable to vocabularies that are hosted by NCBO Bioportal.)

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· [GF#32772] Improve value set accessibility.

Requirement: Make all root nodes of the standard view value set hierarchy clickable. Modify the home page of the individual value set to show the branch of the tree stemmed from the selected value set. Display value set description if the data is available. (Refer to GF#32790)   




· [GF#32779] Enhancement to Contains Search Functionality.

Requirement: Modify the name and code search wherever applicable to use the search extension API provided by LexEVS 6.1 to improve the overall performance. 




· [GF#32790] Add an AnnotationProperty, Description, to Terminology_Value_Set.owl

Requirement: Modify the Terminology_Value_Set.owl data file so all OWL classes representing a value set would have an AnnotationProperty called Description.

· [GF#32792] Make Advanced Search link more visible.

Requirement: Change the font of the “Advanced Search” link to the red color.

Requirement: Make resolved value set coding scheme not visible from the term browser home page. (Note: In LexEVS 6.1, all resolved value sets are loaded as coding schemes. So, the browser shall be able to separate such special coding schemes from the regular coding schemes and display them accordingly.)






· [GF#32816] Migrate to LexEVSAPI 6.1.

Requirement: Update the library files to make it compatible to the LexEVSAPI 6.1 release.





· [GF#32836] Allow the user to download the content of a mapping.

Requirement: Add an Export CSV function to allow the user to download the content of a mapping in comma separated value (CSV) format.
