· Public health, drug development, and new diagnosis methods.
· Oncology and co-morbidities, risk stratification, gerontology and geriatric medicine, internal medicine, neurodegenerative diseases and potential trade-off, respiratory medicine, epidemiology, rehabilitation, critical care medicine, physiology, and psychology.

Interactions among scientists are facilitated via webinars and quarterly meetings on current topics as well as an annual CAIG workshop.
The CAIG is open to NIH intramural and extramural scientists, as well as to academia.
