Meeting Notes:
Update on caGrid 1.4 and SHA-256 – Bill Stephens and Joe George
· caGrid 1.4: As of now, the major coding for the caGrid 1.4 update is complete, it was actually completed on October of last year. 
· Installation will begin at 10:00 am on 5-20-11 and should be complete by 6:00 pm on 5-21-11
· There may be an outage; however the maximum will be 3 hours. 
· Security services will be updated first, followed by the identifier framework.
· There are 29 new features and upgrades as well as 42 bug fixes. 
· No need to install all of caGrid
· Supports configuration of Private Authentication Services Domain
· KC supported versions will now be focused on caGrid 1.4, 1.3 and 1.2, older versions will no longer be supported by the KC
· Q: What is CQL support?
· A: It continues to exist, however only supporting CQL 1. There will be a follow up meeting to discuss in further detail. 
· SHA-256 Update: NIST deprecated SHA-1 because it was no longer secure enough. Any secure service algorithm must now use something more secure. 
· This change affects secure caGrid servicing. 
· Next steps include completing development and testing
· Complete list of user services
· Creating the stand up development grid
· Service developers, upgrade services. 
· Additional information can be found on the NIST website. 
· Q: Any affect on the containers currently being used?
· A: Yes, currently patching is being developed to make them compatible with security requirements. You may need to create new containers that are compatible with SHA-256

Report-Out from the Joint CTMS/PopSci Face-to-Face – Dianne Reeves and Mary Cooper
· The meeting took place at UAMS in Littlerock AR. In total there were 93 attendees and the meeting began with a UAMS Chancellor greeting.
· John Speakman began with introducing Tony Kurlavage and Lisa Cole, and gave a presentation on the goal of the program, proposed notional workflow and breakout discussions. 
· There were several presentations including open source software and caGrid followed by breakout groups which identified community needs.
· This was a very productive and interesting meeting. Virginia noted that the issue seems to be that potential new users are not comfortable with using the KC’s effectively.
· Another strong point that was noted that three doesn’t seem to be a clear definition of community. Definitions are skewed depending on who is being asked, informatics, patients etc. 
· In looking at the end user scientific community engagement, the point of caBIG is to get patients diagnosed, treated and hopefully cured (not remission) 
· The breakout groups covered a varied focus and identified shot and long term goals as well as goals for the caBIG program.
