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1. Welcome
Mary welcomed everyone to the meeting and recorded the presentations.
2. Announcements

d. COVID-19 Projects

Brenda Duggan introduced the NIH CDE Taskforce and provided their progress on COVID-19 CDEs.

NIH launched an NIH CDE Taskforce earlier this year with the objective of developing an NIH-wide Minimum Data Collection set that would eventually be a mandatory, minimum set of CDE’s that would be required for all NIH and NIH IC studies.  This Taskforce has made tremendous progress.  The first set they are currently working on finalizing is the COVID-19 Minimum CDE’s.  This set includes MANY of the same CDEs which have been curated and are currently in use within the caDSR.  However, once the NIH CDE Taskforce finalizes the COVID minimum set, we will curate that content as the NIH collection within a new tab in the caDSR, which will be “All NIH” or something along those lines. We will notify you when those CDEs have been completed and where you can find them, likely in our next newsletter. BUT, the NIH COVID CDEs are just the first set in a larger set that NIH is working on now. 

The NIH CDE Taskforce has multiple working groups working in various domains.  An NIH minimum set of data collection CDEs will eventually be established and those will be required for all trials from that point forward.  NCI branches are already working within those working groups, which include myself and many of the curators.  Other NCI branches are also participating. Denise Warzel is serving as co-chair of the main CDE working group.  I tell you all of this to inform all of you that this work is underway, but that we are working with the NIH folks to make sure your work and the work of our groups are included in the CDE recommendations.  Once the CDE Taskforce completes the first set of minimum CDEs for COVID, they will continue working on the next sets. All of this will eventually have downstream implications on the NCI CDEs.  

Currently there are organizational efforts underway to work with NCI Directors and leadership to inform them and engage them in the NIH CDE Taskforce work.  They will be making decisions that will impact when and how these CDEs will be assimilated in the trials and the work NCI conducts. Likely CDISC standards will also be included. Given the extensive work we all have done over the last 4 years, this content will be heavily supported by NCI in NIH’s work. For the NRDS and LPO’s, any decisions made by the NIH CDE Taskforce will run through the CDISC Harmonization Committee and further discussion will occur at that time. However, as those of you whom participated in the NCI Data Collection Standard work know, this work is heavily consensus driven and takes time.  There will be much more to come on this topic in coming meetings.  This serves as simply an introduction to the efforts underway and I wanted to make sure you were aware of this work that will be coming in 2021 and beyond. That means, nothing needs to be done now.

e. caDSR Training
Brenda Duggan and Mary Cooper provided an update to the status of caDSR training courses and the January training dates.
Brenda explained that originally we had intended to be done with caDSR Curation Courses by now because MDR was to roll out early next year.  Unfortunately, there have been delays, some of it due to COVID and others of it due to contracting, government system issues, and shared demands by the development team as Denise highlighted.  We are going to continue training now until likely summer 2021. We are aware that you all have turnover and new positions that need to be trained until such a time we are able to go-live with the new Next Generation infrastructure.  We had already added several courses this fall.  For those of you that have reached out to request additional classes, we hope these new dates will meet your needs.

Janice Knable provided an update on the 3rd Quarter 2020 Metric Report (July – September 2020).
The intent of this metric monitoring is to identify trends and bring content requiring review to the attention of the owning Stewards, to identify unexpected growth (ex. abnormally high growth of new content in a SO that is not anticipated), and compliance with BR such as the use of registration and workflow status in new content.
