SUMMARY

· Paul Mulhern led the opening discussion:

1. The start time for the October 9 Developers’ Meeting was discussed, and agreement was reached that 9 AM would be the most suitable start time.

2. The schedule conflict between the Monday Imaging Workspace calls and the Monday Tissue Banks & Pathology Tools calls was also discussed, with a conclusion reached to move the Imaging calls to the 1 – 3 PM (ET) time slot.

3. The Imaging Workspace’s new Patient Advocate, Kate Murphy, who helped found the “Colon Cancer Alliance” 8 years ago, introduced herself to the call participants, and announced that she will be attending the Imaging Workspace’s October 11-12 Face-to-Face Meeting. 

·  The Face-to-Face Planning session was an open discussion:

1. Feedback on the current draft of the agenda was positive, with no revisions or additions to be made.

2. Suggestions were made that the agenda, and subsequently the face-to-face meeting, should focus on steering the workspace towards adoption and implementation.

· Lawrence Tarbox provided the XIP Update, informing the telecon participants that:

1. VTK has been put into place, and DICOM additions and Java bindings to the library have been added, but that these three items are still in the test cycle, which is why they are not on GForge yet; Once these items receive SCR approval, they will be posted on GForge.

2. The XIP team is building demo applications on how to build an XIP application.

3. The team is also working on built files for non – Windows Operating Systems.

· Daniel Rubin provided the DICOM Ontology and Query Formulation updates, informing the workspace that:

1. For DICOM Ontology, a teleconference between Daniel Rubin and George Komatsoulis provided an added item to be considered for DICOM Ontology Phase II – identifying RadLex terms to be harmonized with the DICOM Information Model.

2. For Query Formulation, a project kick-off telecon will be occurring soon.

· Carl Blake gave the call participants an NCIA Update, informing them that:

1. The NCIA team has met with the VCDE & Arch. Teams, as well as with Dianne Reeves and Janice Chilli.

2. By October 4, the compatibility package for NCIA’s silver review will  be on GForge.

3. The 3.0 release will be in production starting October 19, with 3.1 in production the week before Thanksgiving; 3.1 will feature search using “and” functions, an improved GUI, a thumbnail viewer, will allow the specification of a date range in searches, and will have the Release ID and Build # on the base page.

4. Logo corrections and usability concerns for this software are being worked on.

· Ashish Sharma provided the Middleware Update, informing the workspace that:

1. The Middleware team is completing work on the federated query processor.

2. The grid – enabled CERR client will be demo’d at the Imaging Workspace F2F.

3. The Middleware team has started development on the gACRIN data service, and will be using caCORE SDK for that work.

4. Ashish Sharma & Tony Pan will begin working on getting NCIA grid enabled on October 1st and 2nd, having the service grid enabled by RSNA 2007 at the latest.

· Daniel Rubin provided the AIM Update, informing the workspace that:

1. The AIM team is in the process of transcoding to DICOM SR.

2. Version 1 of the AIM XML Schema has a few formatting issues to be sorted out.

· The cooperative groups portion of the call was an open discussion, leading to the following points:

1. Joel Saltz proposed that a radiation treatment related imaging study, using three studies (one from RTOG, one from CALGB, and one from ATC) would be good.

2. Paul Mulhern and Eliot Siegel informed the call participants that it would be possible to have this proposed project turned into an RFP.

3. This possible project would explore allowing cooperative groups to perform electronic data submission, as well as volumetric submissions.

4. The project would start with an already grid enabled acquisition tool / a repository with images already in it (i.e. what gACRIN will be upon completion).

· Joel Saltz will circulate a rough project description of the proposed cooperative groups project to the workspace.
· A call between Jim Purdy, TJ Fitzgerald, Michael Knopp, Walter Bosch, and Brenda Young will be set up to allow them to discuss which studies to target for the proposed cooperative groups project.
· A call will be arranged to discuss measurements.
· Paul Mulhern and Vikram Purohit will incorporate the possible cooperative groups’ project discussion into the workspace’s Monday Calls, with 12 – 1 PM (ET) on September 24, 2007 set aside for an “IVI Clinical Trials” Discussion.
