· NCIA 

· The NCIA team is working on having NCIA ready to use on a mySQL platform by October 1st , 2008
· The version of NCIA incorporated into the LSD is also being updated, to include a remote search capability
· A question was raised as to whether or not it is possible to add virtual machine (VM) creation guidance to official NCIA installation documentation 

· A team is being assembled to address CTP (Clinical Trial Processor) integration

· John Perry has made modifications to CTP to accommodate NCIA

· It was noted that RSNA is also working on structured reporting 

· XIP Update
· Unix and Macintosh ports are being worked on

· Libraries can now be built for Linux

· The development team is working on making the XIP host functional on Linux 

· XIP source code licensing issues are being sorted out

· Update on Adoption Efforts
· The OSU (Ohio State University) team is providing an NCIA VM to the University of Colorado Health Sciences Center

· The University of Leeds has also downloaded the NCIA VM as part of the NCI / NCRI (National Cancer Research Institute) Imaging Collaboration Project

· The OSU team is close to having VirtualPACS installed for the DICOM (Digital Imaging and Communications in Medicine) data service for the CVRG (Cardiovascular Research Grid) Project, which will be a real use case in a real clinical study situation

· Q: Is NCIA using caCORE SDK 3.0? 

A: David Palmer will look into NCIA tech. stack details, and will get back to Tony Pan and Ashish Sharma with a response

External Collaborations
· Several teleconference participants felt that current harmonization efforts between DICOM, IHE (Integrating the Health Enterprise), and caBIGTM focus too strongly on overlaps between participants, whereas the focus needs to be on strategies and directions at a higher level

· While some view caBIGTM as the pragmatic body that should unify DICOM (which sets standards) with IHE (which focuses on workflow), others see IHE and caBIGTM as similar programs – with IHE operating in the clinical domain and caBIGTM in the research domain

· Workspace members emphasized the need to harmonize caBIGTM efforts with the CTSA (Clinical and Translational Science Awards) and UPICT (Uniform Protocols for Imaging in Clinical Trials) communities; Gary Dorfman could serve as a point person for the latter

· The overlap between NCBC (National Centers for Biomedical Computing) and caBIGTM is not significant because NCBC focuses on the development of methodologies for conducting scientific research, and is not on as large a scale as caBIGTM
