· Tested lexevs-tree-2.1.0.jar using an npo test coding scheme.

· Tested Version 6.3 LexEVSAPI new jars and identified a backward compatibility issue due to the refactoring of the tree extension. The package name of tree service class was changed when the tree extension API was merged into the core LexEVS API.

· Assessed JSP and backend servlet changes required to implement the feature request.

· Assessed JSP and backend utility classes that need to be modified for rendering OWL2 annotations (i.e., property qualifiers) in Terms & Properties and Synonyms tabs.
