The search by name function using the contains matching algorithm returns only concepts with a name containing a token that starts with the user entered search string. It failed to return Breast Cancer pTX TNM Finding (C48972) for the two-character search string “TX”. The nonLeadingWildcardLiteralSubString algorithm, on the other hand, seems to behave properly with the exception of terms containing exactly one token (or word).  Reviewed caDSR Curation Tool source code and made recommendation to the caDSR development team to use nonLeadingWildcardLiteralSubString instead. Met with a caDSR developer to resolve this and other related issues.
