· [GF#31724] Display the name of a concept in a resolved value set based on the source of the corresponding value set.

· Reviewed value set definitions on the PROD server and observed that a majority of value set definitions (140 out of 195) have multiple sources and that all value set definitions with multiple sources have a FDA source. A value set may contain concepts belonging to different coding schemes. Therefore, searching for the source specific names for value set member concepts cannot be done in batch, which can potentially impose a possible long delay in page rendering especially when the page size is large.  
· [GF#29966] Handle coding schemes with multiple namespaces.
· Tested the tree extension API for constructing the view-in-hierarchy tree using the three test cases: NPO_1607, NPO_1633, NPO_1623 in the NPO terminology. Each of these concept codes appear in both GO and npo namespaces. 
· Test results show that the API may throw a java.sql.SQLException when a concept code appears in multiple namespaces.  
· Submitted a JIRA item to Mayo (LEXEVS-598).
· Identified the changes needed to be made to the TreeItem class for storing tree node data. Specifically, two additional member variables would be added to the class; i.e., namespace and node id.

· [GF#31670] Changing standard width to 960 pixels.

· Assessed the impact of the new width change on the browser code. There are over 400 places in the code where the table width value would need to be reexamined. 
· Identified some CSS elements that control the rendering of browser pages. 
· Explored the bootstrap javascript called tablecloth that may be useful in implementing this feature request. 
· [GF#33063] Tree Hierarchy Redesign.

· Continue to explore alternative open source software for supporting the development of Section 508 compliant value set trees. 
· Reviewed dynatree, a JavaScript dynamic tree view plugin for jQuery with support for persistence, keyboard, checkboxes, and other features. 

· Produce a tree in dynatree format based on the value set definition data available on the PROD server.

· Tested the behavior of the dynatree tree generated above with CSS completely turned off and observed that the checkbox disappeared without CSS. However, the navigation of tree nodes remain functional using the Tab key and nodes remain selectable using the Shift-Tab key stroke.
· The Dynatree has a better keyboard support than yahoo UI tree.

· Identified some differences in browser response to key-strokes when the cascaded style sheet (CSS) is turned off; for example, 

· IE: Use tab and shift-tab to navigate; use shift-spacebar to check or uncheck a tree node.

· Firefox: Use tab and shift-tab to navigate; use control-shift to check or uncheck a tree node. 

· Firefox: Use the shift-end key to highlight the focus node and make the focus node more visible. 

· Designed javascript for supporting Expand-All, Collapse-All, Check-All, and Uncheck-All actions.

· Designed javascript for identifying tree nodes checked by the user. 
· Assessed the complexity of developing a fully Section 508 complaint tree from scratch. 

· Tree script must be developed using only basic HTML tags like: <ul>, <li>, <img>, and <input>.

· A library of javascript functions must be developed to respond to user actions.

· Browser compatibility issues must be identified and addressed.

· Possible issues include: (1) An ordinary HTML check box has two states only (checked and unchecked), the partially checked state as seen in the existing value set tree will no longer be supported; and (2) The <div> tag is generally used to group block-elements to format them with CSS and support hide and show of children nodes; with the CSS completely turned off, the collapsing and expansion of a tree node can become a problem.

· The existing BDALite software was developed specifically for supporting the build and deployment of EVS applications on jboss-5.1.0.GA. 

· A structural change would need to be made to BDALite to make it useful for Tomcat 7.
