· Refined the UI, state dependent logo, etc. Search for value sets can originate from the source view and terminology view value set home page. It can also originate from a root value set home page. The logo of the value set search results page must reflect the page from which search originates.

· Repaired a value set check box error. When the user unchecked all value set and presses the search button, a warning message should appear indicating that no value set is selected and that all value set nodes should remain unchecked. 
· Implemented the caching of standard-view and terminology-view value set hierarchies to improve the overall value set search performance.

· Develop code for retrieving the value of the Description property of concepts from Terminology_Value_Set.owl.

· Tested Mayo’s CTS2 contains search function using the web application CTS2.war available at  http://ncias-d488-v.nci.nih.gov:8000. It was observed that, the contains search failed to find concepts that match the user-specified search criteria in some test cases. For example, the NCI Thesaurus concept, Induction of Cell Senescence (Code C40779), has a synonym called "Positive Regulation of Cell Aging". But, the contains search using the search string “cell AND aging” failed to find this concept. Also, some input strings containing special characters can cause the application to hang. The Mayo team will investigate these issues.

· Tested Contains search algorithm deployed by the Mayo team on the NCI DEV server. The preliminary results indicate that:
· Matched concepts do not appear to be ranked properly. For example, searching by the string “cellular aging” returns both NCI Thesaurus concepts Aging (code: C16269) and Cell Aging (code: C16394), but C16269 is ranked higher than the exactly-matched C16394.

· When the input string contains some special characters, the search does not return any result, and there is no error message. This behavior is also found in the Lucene search. For example, attempting the Contains search using the string “Pt:^Family” failed to find the concept Name:Pn:Pt:^Family member:Nom (CUI C2598515).  

· The Contains search radio button is not clickable on the IE browser.
