· Tested Version 6.3 LexEVSAPI new jars (with the merging of tree extension API into the main API.) 

· Assessed JSPs, backend beans and utility classes to identify codes required to be changed to pass the additional namespace parameter across the application.

· [NCITERM-623] Link to Value Set Query from a Value Set Term.

· Identified a possible approach for linking an NCIt concept to a value set search results page that shows all value sets containing this particular concept. 

· Completed the design. Distributed a file containing the screen-shots of the proposed design to the user group.

· [NCITERM-620] HGNC View Graph link no longer works.
· The user group has decided to remove the view graph link from the NGNC page because the difference in the format of concept code between NCI and NCBO.

· Performed preliminary trouble-shooting and observed that the root cause is likely related to the missing definition source property qualifier. The browser uses this qualifier to identify PDQ definitions.  

· Performed trouble-shooting on the JSP and identified the root cause of the underlying issue.

· [NCITERM-665] Add View Mapping button to the Mapping Search Results Page.

· Completed the design.

· Distributed a markup of the design to the user group for comment. (Note: The visited concept link will also appear on the main menu bar if the visited concept cart is not empty.)

· [NCITERM-667] Export mapping search results as a csv

· Distributed a markup of the design to the user group for comment.

· Modified the configuration file to remove the PDQ_Closed_Trial_Search_ID hyperlink. 

· Provided technical support to a researcher at the University of Michigan who would like to set up a local terminology server using LexEVS. The term browser will be used to access terminology data from a local MySQL database through the LexEVS distributed API service (lexevsapi62.war) running on the same Tomcat server hosting the term browser.

· [NCITERM-660] UI Testing Utility.

· Developed a RelationshipUtils for generating data required for populating the relationship tab.

· Identified a method for improving the performance of the relationship tab.

· [NCITERM-669] View in Hierarchy - Sibling concepts showing up twice.

· The JSON string returned by the API places the focus node at front (as the first child node of its parent node) instead of returning child nodes alphabetically. Will track and remove the redundant focus node from the child node list.

· [LEXEVS-829] Mapping extension iterator delivers incorrect or infinite number of next() values.

· Continue to work with Mayo to identify the root cause of the iterator not being able to advance issue. The Mayo team indicated that this could be a data issue relating to the declaration of an equivalent namespace. 
· Currently, the mapping extension iterator works under local mode, but not distributed mode. The Mayo team believes it is a data issue and will explain how to use a SQL insert statement to fix the equivalent namespaces in mapping coding schemes. Will retest the API when this data issue is resolved on NCI DEV.

· Reported a backward compatibility issue with LexEVSAPI 6.3 to the Mayo team. The class CgilbWrappingIteratorBackedRCReferenceIterator in the v6.3 lexbig.jar is not found in v6.2 resulting in a file not found exception. The Mayo plans to fix it in the future release.
· Tested LexEVSAPI RC3. The tree extension remains functional. 
· [LEXEVS-913]  Establish and execute on backwards compatibility for 6.3.

· Tested the new LexEVSAPI 6.3 release candidate (dated 5/08/2015) and found that the server would need to have the lexevs-tree-2.1.0.jar placed in the runtime/extension folder to be compatible with older version of the API clients. Mayo will address the issue.
· Identified that for LexEVS 6.3 to be backward compatible, the server needs to have the lexevs-tree-2.1.0.jar placed in the runtime/extension folder. 
· Submitted a new JIRA item:
